“Watch vs. Warning” Match Game
_____________________________	this is issued when flooding is severe; widespread flooding is expected across a large region, or if flooding is imminent or actively taking place. Take Action!
______________________________	this is issued by the National Weather Service when there is a potential for heavy snow or significant ice accumulations, usually at least 24 to 36 hours in advance. The criteria for this watch can vary from place to place. Be Prepared! 
______________________________	these are common with the gust front of a thunderstorm or originate with a downburst from a thunderstorm
______________________________	is issued when a specific weather event that is forecast to occur may become a nuisance. This is issues when flooding is not expected to be bad enough to issue a warning, but may cause significant inconvenience. Be Aware!
______________________________	this is issued when a tornado has been spotted by human eye or radar, and is moving toward you in the warning area. Take shelter immediately.
______________________________	A rapid and extreme flow of high water into a normally dry area, or a rapid water level rise in a stream or creek above a predetermined flood level, beginning within 6 hours of the causative event (e.g., intense rainfall, dam failure, ice jam).  Take Action!
______________________________	this is issued when conditions are right for tornadoes, and tornadoes are possible. Remain alert: watch the sky and tune in to NOAA Weather Radio, commercial radio, or a local television station for further instructions.Answers:    Severe Thunderstorm Watch	Severe Thunderstorm Warning	Straight-line Winds	      Tornado Watch    Tornado Warning        Flood Advisory       Flash-Flood        Flood Watch        Flood Warning     Blizzard Warning        Winter Storm Warning       Winter Storm Watch


[image: ]______________________________	this is issued by the National Weather Service when a winter storm is producing or is forecast to produce heavy snow or significant ice accumulations. The criteria for this warning can vary from place to place. Take Action!
______________________________	this is issued when severe weather/storms are possible in and near the watch area.  Be Prepared!
______________________________	this is issued for winter storms that have sustained or frequent winds of 35 mph or higher with considerable falling and/or blowing snow that frequently reduces visibility to 1/4 of a mile or less. These conditions are expected to prevail for a minimum of 3 hours.  Exercise caution!
______________________________	The expectation of a flood event has increased. Usually this means that somewhere within the watch zone, a flood is expected. If you are in the watch area, you should pay attention to Weather Radio or local news. Be Prepared!
[bookmark: _GoBack]___________________________	this is issued when severe weather/storms has been reported by spotters or indicated by radar. Take shelter in a substantial building. Get out of mobile homes that can blow over in high winds. Take Action!
