2019 Goals and Objectives

Improve the immunization rates of Sauk County residents
· By 12/31/2019, 68% of children residing in Sauk County Health Department jurisdiction who turn 24 months of age during the contract year will complete 4 DTaP, 3 Polio, 1 MMR, 3 Hib, 3 Hepatitis B, 1 Varicella and 4 Pneumococcal Conjugate vaccination by their second birthday.
· By 12/31/2019, 9% of adults aged 19 to 105 years of age will have received the Hepatitis A vaccine. (3% increase from current rate – 6%)
· By 12/31/2019, 43% of children 3 to 18 years of age will have received the hepatitis A vaccine. ( 3% increase from current rate of 40%
· By 12/31/2019, 43% of adults aged 19 to 105 years will have received the influenza vaccination. ( 3% increase from current rate of  40%)
· By 12/31/2019, 30% of children aged 1-18 years of age will have received an influenza vaccine.  (3% increase from current rate of 27%)
· By 12/31/2019, 43% of adolescents aged 13 to 19 years of age will have completed the HPV vaccine series. (3% increase from current rate of 40%)
Provide vaccine education
· By 12/31/2019, provide outreach and education to 4 dental providers in Sauk Co regarding HPV disease and vaccination.
· By 12/31/2019, provide education on Hepatitis A disease and vaccination to medical providers and the community.
· By 12/31/2019, provide general information regarding vaccines, guidelines, best practices, changes in vaccine administration etc.
Collaborate with organizations to disseminate vaccine education and community outreach
· By 12/31/2019, collaborate with organization such as; PSWI, SWIC, DCIC, Parish Nurses, hospitals, etc 
· By 12/31/2019, participate and work together with community organizations to improve immunization rates.
· By 12/31/2019, use of social media throughout the year to promote vaccines and increase awareness of potential harm associated with low vaccination rates.
Identify and support underserved communities with education and vaccine availability
· By 12/31/2019, provide outreach and vaccine availability to Amish population.
