Each farm may
receive up to 5 bags for free each year. Recapture bags can hold about 200 lbs. of plastic.

All plastic needs to be unloaded by hand and must be a manageable weight and size to unload.

No loose plastic will be accepted.

No bale netting/mesh will be accepted. This material is incompatible with other
plastic and should be landfilled.
