Background: Sauk County’s enterprise phone system interconnects all county facilities and supports all incoming and outgoing phone traffic, excluding incoming 911 calls.  Configured for failover redundancy, this system is monitored 24x7 by Avaya support. 





The software version currently utilized by Sauk County is end of life in July of this year.  After the end of life date, Avaya will no longer support or monitor the current system unless it is upgraded to a supported software version.  This requires the purchase of licensing at the current version level and the reconfiguration of the system with the newer software.  





Annual ongoing support for the upgraded system is estimated to be $52,770 annually.  Entering into a three-year support agreement will reduce the annual fee to $47,669, saving Sauk County 9.7% or $15,303 over three years.
