Fiscal Note:  
A 0.77 FTE dental hygienist has an estimated salary of $46,667 and benefits of $24,056.  Additional supplies to set up (i.e. Autoclave and various dental instruments and supplies) are estimated at $12,123.  The funding source to start up, is initially 100% tax levy funded however a major portion of this position would be to investigate other revenue streams for sustainability.

Background:   Medical professionals have begun to see a large correlation between oral health and overall health. Oral health not only provides strong healthy teeth but also can be the beginning to excellent overall health. According to the World Health Organization, “Oral health is essential to general health and quality of life. 


According to the Sauk County Health Needs assessment, 27% of residents have not had a recent dental visit. Dental care was not a priority for residents due to many factors but the largest being many simply could not afford a dental cleaning.  In Sauk County, there is only one dentist for every 1,755 Sauk County residents and 17.5% Sauk County Children are living in poverty.  


This part time, .77 FTE Dental Hygienist position would investigate and identify gaps in service provision areas, access to care and needs of the community, facilitate memorandum of understandings (MOU) with community partners to implement a successful, sustainable program, identifying revenue streams and any potential barriers.
